%  Butterfly Room (18–24 months) 

The Butterfly group will be working on colors of fall. We’ll paint with autumn 
leaves, explore orange and yellow playdough, and sing “Five Little Pumpkins.” 
Outdoor walks will help us notice the changing trees. 

&  Ladybug Room (2–3 years) 

Our Ladybugs will learn about pumpkins and harvest time. We’ll practice scooping 
out pumpkin seeds, counting mini gourds, and reading fall-themed books. We’ll also 
talk about animals getting ready for winter. 

'  Bunny Room (3–4 years) 

This month’s theme is spooky (but not scary!) fun. We’ll make ghost and pumpkin 
crafts, practice sorting by shapes and colors, and read silly Halloween stories. The 
Bunnies will also do a mini costume parade around the daycare. 

(  Dinosaur Room (4+) 

Our older kids will explore autumn science – learning why leaves change color, doing 
pumpkin experiments (sink/float, measuring, seed counting), and making fall art 
projects. We’ll also have a Halloween storytelling circle where children can share 
their own fun stories.
